The institutional and voter factors on state swing proved to be equally effective
in terms of explanatory power. Institutional factors was dominated by the com-
petitiveness across the elections. Only gubernatorial election has not significant effect
on state swing. The competitiveness of legislative and presidential election were
the main factors of state swing. Among voter level factors, the ratio of independent
voters within a certain state was strongly associated with the chance of state’s flipping
on a presidential election. As voting studies indicate, partisanship has been centered
on the discussion of presidential election determinant. The results are consistent
with the previous presidential election studies, implying that the more independent
voters a state have, the more likely to change the supporting party in a state among
swing states.
